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Credits for Graduation : 128 credits

1. A student must obtain the following required credits. However, if they are unable to
reach the minimum graduation credits, they can fulfill the remaining credits by freely
attending courses within the academic system.
2. According to academic regulations, a student who graduated from a senior secondary
school i1n a foreign country, Hong Kong, or Macao, with a graduating year academically
equivalent to the second grade of senior secondary school in Taiwan, of a comparable
academic level and nature, is required to obtain an additional minimum of 12 credits (6
credits from both the university and the department in specialized subjects) apart from
the minimum graduation credits, in order to graduate.
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Other graduation requirement :

After being proposed and approved by three instructors (including the major advisor), the
graduation project can proceed. The completed film, dissertation, or screenplay must be
screened or publicly released. Additionally, students must pass the written exam on the
"100 Greatest Films' during the course of their studies.
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The students who graduate in the field of ’film production’ are classified into the
following groups with relevant subject credit requirements:
Production Group A (graduates with a focus on drama or experimental film): 6 credits
Production Group C (graduates with a focus on documentary film): 8 credits
Production Group D (graduates with a focus on cinematography/lighting direction): 9
credits
Production Group E (graduates with a focus on production direction): 8 credits
Production Group F (graduates with a focus on sound direction): 8 credits
Production Group G (graduates with a focus on production design direction): 8 credits
Production Group H (graduates with a focus on editing direction): 8 credits
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Double major: a minimum of 56 credits for compulsory courses; and a minimum of 8 credits
for elective courses.
Minor: a minimum of 24 credits for compulsory courses; the credit for elective courses is
not required.
