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Graduation credits: 132 credits

Degree: Bachelor Arts (B.A.)

Course credit regulation:

1. In addition to the basic credits as below, students who have not completed the required
total credits for graduation may take courses freely within the current academic program.
2. According to the Academic Regulations, graduates from equivalent levels of overseas or
Hong Kong and Macau schools, which correspond to the second year of domestic senior high
schools, are required to complete a minimum of 12 credits in addition to the graduation
credits. (Free to retake courses within the Department of Drama or the College of
Performing Art’ s major subjects.)
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Other graduation requirement:
(1)Graduation Requirement for English Proficiency: students must pass the General English
Proficiency Test (GEPT) Intermediate First Stage (inclusive) or above or equivalent
before graduation.
(2)Professional Requirements: At least two performances of Rehearsal (1), Rehearsal (II),
Rehearsal (III), Rehearsal (IV) and a graduation public performance are required before
graduation.
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Double-major: Specialized compulsory 50 credit, Specialized elective 10 credit.
Minor: Specialized compulsory 20 credit, Specialized elective 8 credit.
