[Relevant Regulations for Gradation] Accepted to Film Festivals)] A postgraduate needs to complete two short films (a minimum of
10 minutes for each) and pass the qualification review before starting his/her graduation project. The total length of the
graduation project should be between 30 - 60 minutes. (The qualification for two short films is considered as follows: The student
must work as the director at least for one film and can work as the main producer for the other one with approval from the advising
professor. Both of the two films, whether in the phase of proposal or completion, whether the student works as the director or
producer, need to get accepted into the off-campus film festival or competition which has off-campus jurors and an objective
evaluation mechanism, along with the public screening. If the work, produced after the student enrolled in the program, couldn’ t
get accepted into any off-campus film festival or competition one year after the day when its sound mixing is finished, the student
could propose this work to the department meeting of Motion Picture. The meeting will designate three full-time teachers as jurors
to evaluate the quality of the film. When the film passes the evaluation, it can also be recognized as an eligible one.)
