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In line with the school’ s motto of Truth, Goodness, and Beauty, the program aims to
cultivate arts education professionals with a humanistic literacy, enhancing
interdisciplinary teaching and research capabilities.

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The program lasts 2 to 4 years, requiring 39 credits to graduate, including 6 credits for
the thesis, leading to a Master of Education (M.Ed.) degree. Beyond the required basic
credits, students can freely choose courses within the program to fulfill the total credit

requirement for graduation.
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Cross-Institution (School/College/Department) Courses: Before graduation, students must
complete at least one course from another institution. Foreign Language Certification:
Students must pass the GEPT intermediate level or an equivalent English proficiency test,
or complete 6 credits of English courses at the university with a minimum grade of 70 to
graduate. Master’s Thesis: The thesis must adhere to a specified format (e.g., APA), and
upon passing the oral defense and review, a Master of Education degree is awarded.
Other Graduation Requirements:

1. One personal learning portfolio.
2. Publish at least one academic paper in a domestic journal or conference with an
external review mechanism (based on published collections or journals) or win a top-three
or superior award in a national arts teaching method (lesson plan) competition.
3. Complete the "Research Ethics-Core Course Online Learning Platform" from the Ministry
of Education Center for Taiwan Academic Research Ethics Education, pass the online
assessment, and obtain a certificate.
