The master’ s program is designed to nurture interdisciplinary and multidimensional talents in contemporary creative research. It
places a strong emphasis on contemporary and interdisciplinary art projects, both in research and creation. The curriculum is rich
and diverse, with a focus on integrating and facilitating communication between visual arts and other disciplines such as
sculpture, imagery, new media, space, and performance. Through courses in art theory and creation, graduate students acquire a deep
understanding and analytical skills in various disciplinary discourses. They explore potential artistic and aesthetic strategies
based on their interests, continuously reflecting on and contextualizing their own positions. The program maintains a balanced
approach, ensuring students develop solid foundations in existing art disciplines while also expanding into interdisciplinary
realms. Students are encouraged to experiment with different media, expressive vocabularies, creative concepts, and aesthetic
thinking, pushing the boundaries of artistic production forms and platforms. This proactive approach aims to redefine roles within
the 21st-century art world, fostering the development of contemporary cultural practices and reflecting the rich tapestry of
cultural diversity.

Degree Awarded: Master of Fine Arts (M.F.A.)

*Up to 3 credits can be recognized for cross-school, cross-faculty, or crossdepartmental elective courses.

*Graduate students in the Theory and Creative groups of our department must not take less than 9 credits in each respective

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Other graduation requirement :

1. Foreign Language Proficiency: Before applying for the master’ s degree examination, students must pass a foreign language
proficiency examination equivalent to the intermediate level retake of the English proficiency test (not applicable for graduates of
the English graduate program), or pass the "Graduate English" course offered by our university, which is a 6-credit course (not
included in graduation credits). Other language proficiency equivalent to the intermediate level or foreign degrees can be exempted
upon approval by the departmental meeting.

(1) Applicants for the master’ s creative thesis examination must have previously publicly presented or exhibited their work in order
to be eligible to take the examination;

(2) Candidates must pass the examination of the thesis outline and creative work (theory group thesis exempted) to qualify as
master’ s candidates;

(3), Candidates must pass the thesis defense and graduation creative exhibition (theory thesis exempted) to obtain the master’ s
degree.

3. Master’s thesis review requirements: The word count for theory group theses must be no less than 50, 000 words, and for creative
group theses, no less than 20, 000 words.
