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Other graduation requirement :

After being proposed and approved by three instructors (including the major advisor), the
graduation project can proceed. The completed film, dissertation, or screenplay must be
screened or publicly released. Additionally, students must pass the written exam on the
"100 Greatest Films' during the course of their studies.
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The students who graduate in the field of ’film production’ are classified into the
following groups with relevant subject credit requirements:

Production Group A (graduates with a focus on drama or experimental film): 6 credits
Production Group C (graduates with a focus on documentary film): 8 credits
Production Group D (graduates with a focus on cinematography/lighting direction): 8
credits

Production Group E (graduates with a focus on production direction): 8
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Double major: a minimum of 54 credits for compulsory courses; and a minimum of 10 credits
for elective courses.

Minor: a minimum of 24 credits for compulsory courses; the credit for elective courses is
not required.
