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Other graduation requirement :

Foreign Language Assessment : Before applying for degree examination, a student needs to pass the foreign language assessment
equivalent to or higher than the high-intermediate level of the “General English Proficiency Test” (preliminary test). A
Postgraduate of the evening program may graduate in one of the three ways including master’ s thesis, technical report, and
filmmaking. The relevant regulations are as follows.

1. The student who graduates with a master’ s thesis (including a technical report) must publish a thesis that is reviewed and
passed by an academic journal or conference with a review mechanism. Meanwhile, the student must pass the qualification review for
proposal defense before starting his/her degree thesis.

2. The student who graduates with filmmaking must work as an independent director for a film between 30 - 60 minutes. The student
needs to, as an independent director, complete one short film (a minimum of 10 minutes) and pass the qualification review (under
one of the following conditions) before starting his/her graduation project.

1) The film, in the phase of proposal, needs to get accepted into the offcampus or on-campus film festival or competition which
has offcampus jurors and an objective evaluation mechanism, along with the public screening.

2) The films, in the phase of completion, need to get accepted into the off-campus or on-campus film festival or competition
which has offcampus jurors and an objective evaluation mechanism, along with the public screening.

3) If the film couldn’ t get accepted into any off-campus film festival or competition one year after the work is finished, the
student could propose this work to the department meeting of Motion Picture. The meeting will designate three full-time teachers as
jurors to evaluate the quality of the film. When the film passes the evaluation, it can also be recognized as an eligible one.
