Emphasis is placed on exploring domestic and
international cultural policies, regulations, and phenomena, as well as analyzing the operational conditions of arts and cultural
organizations and projects. The program aims to enhance analytical and critical skills in art theory and topics related to the fine
arts, with the goal of cultivating professionals equipped with diverse perspectives and creativity in culture.
